Barriers & Challenges to

Access

- 54% of adults living with a disability use the internet, compared with 81% of adults without
disabilities (Pew Research Center)

- 41% of adults living with a disability have broadband at home, compared with 69% of those
without a disability (Pew Research Center)

- 67% of disabled Americans ages 18 to 64 own a desktop or laptop computer, compared with 84%
those without a disability (Pew Research Center)
